Summary: With police control, average delay incurred by vehicles exiting the
Newell Rubbermaid office increased by 2.7 seconds or 6.2%.

Summary: With police control, average travel times along Peachtree Dunwoody
Road (North Springs MARTA station to Mount Vernon Highway) decreased by 7
seconds or 2.3%.
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Summary and Recommendations

* The consultant witnessed a dramatic increase in risky driving behavior by
motorists with no police presence and over time the corridor would be much safer
with police present to direct traffic.

* The consultant recommends continuing to allow police to direct traffic at these
intersections.

 The City of Sandy Springs should coordinate with the PCID PTOP program to
ensure Peachtree Dunwoody Road has adequate signal time at the intersection
with Abernathy Road.
