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The City of Sandy Springs initiated development of a citywide Bicycle, Pedestrian and Trial Plan in fall 2013 (see Bicycle, Pedestrian, and Trail Plan Website).  As of April 2014, the plan is in final draft development and is anticipated to be adopted by Council in spring 2014.  Prior to development of the recent Bicycle, Pedestrian and Trial Plan, the City has been guided by two transportation plans, the Transportation Master Plan, adopted 2008, Resolution 2008-08-44 (see Transportation Master Plan) and the North Fulton Comprehensive Transportation Plan, adopted 2010, Resolution 2010-10-83 (see North Fulton Transportation Plan).  Both adopted transportation plans established bicycle and pedestrian policies and projects.  In addition, to the plans, Sandy Springs adopted a Sidewalk Program in 2008 which established a capital project for implementation as well as guiding policies.  The City has invested over $8 million over the last five years to implement sidewalk program in addition to its overall Capital Improvement Program (See Bicycle Facility, Pedestrian Facility, and CIP maps).
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
